What’s new?

This prerelease of version 6.60 is fully functional but the user manuals are not yet updated. 


In version 6.53:

· The synchronization routines have been enhanced and made less sensitive to other programs running in parallel with Orion.

· The sample macro command files have been revised.


In version 6.52:

· A new LOGO macro command has been designed, for inserting your logo into a grabbed image

· Internal bugs have been removed.


In version 6.51:

· The on-line help file has been completely revised and updated. The window displayed during the grabbing process cannot be closed inadvertently anymore.

· The grabbing window can now be placed anywhere on the desktop, instead of being centered by default.

· A new setup utility, which is valid only for 32-bits versions of Windows (2000 and XP), has been developped. Please see more on this below in the “Software setup” section.


In version 6.50:

· user version 6.50 supports firmware revision 1.20, which suppresses erratic frame detection on some SEMs (see your Orion dealer for more details). A new setup utility has been designed, but at this stage this new setup works only with Windows 2000 and XP.

· When firmware revision 1.20 is installed, user software revision 6.50 allows an automatic visual mode speed detection (i.e. the user doesn’t have to hit “sync” when the SEM speed changes) before grabbing. 


In version 6.41:

· on the user side, new grabbing windows have been added, which are specific to SEMs, like ABT32, LEO250, LEO90, Amrays… This will improve the user efficiency by removing unnecessary buttons (go to options / user prefs/Misc, page 2).

· The user can now choose between several options for the automatic inclusion of the micron marker in an extracted area, when the original image has been calibrated.

· On the technical side, a line integration routine has been added, for better compatibility with Amray Sems, which can have a really high number of lines and a short scan time.

· The technical setup utility has been revised and a new format browser has been included, with a better vision of the available formats and edition buttons.


In version 6.39:

· The overlay burning routine has been modified for burning the distance info (a text) with the associated line.

· When you burn a black or white line in an image, the default line width is changed and now proportional to the image height, which makes the line easier to view.

· The photo mode grabbing window has been corrected (the “OK” button was sometimes locked after grabbing).


In version 6.38:

A change was made in the DSM COM dialog routine for supporting “slow” DSMs.


This version works under 95, 98, ME, 2000 and XP.

Software setup

You will on this CDROM two ways of installing the Orion software. They are equivalent and produce exactly the same results, but the new setup can be used only in 32-bits systems like Windows 2000 and XP.

directory \WinGlib

This program is designed by Microsoft and is required on your computer for Orion to work properly. Install it by running SETUP.EXE located in the \WingLib directory. Do not install the development kit as proposed in the first installation step. You do not need to restart your computer after installing WinG.
